As a parent of young children, | see the value of being
informed of preventative tools for child internet safety. It is always better to be pro-active as
opposed to being reactive.”

As the Presenting Gold Star Partner, BETSTOPPER will provide families who attend the show
access to the free BETSTOPPER software and will have staff on hand to answer parent’s
questions. They will also present the Friday evening key note speaker, Parry Aftab, a cyberspace
lawyer, author, and child advocate who will give families a presentation on Internet safety.



Ms. Aftab is a worldwide leader in the area of online safety and parent and child Internet
education. As Executive Director of WiredSafety.org, the largest online safety and educational
program in cyberspace, Ms. Aftab has become known as "The Angel of the Internet". Ms. Aftab is
considered one of the leading experts in Internet safety and responsible surfing issues, especially
when children are involved. Her main focus is teaching good cybercitizenship to young people,
including cyberbullying and responsible use of technology.

It is estimated there are more than 2,500 casino-style Internet gambling sites online today. With
the help of 250 Nova Scotia families, the BETSTOPPER pilot was a huge success. Some of the
key findings from the pilot project included:

80% found software easy to use

88% say they are more aware of the risks of online youth gambling

78% were motivated to talk to their children about the risks of online gambling

92% think BETSTOPPER is an effective youth gambling prevention tool

99% believe it is important NSGC make the software available to Nova Scotian families
